The scientific and academic activities at FMI ararried out in nine
departments: Algebra, Geometry, Real Analysis, GerpAnalysis and
Differential Equations, Applied Mathematics and Mbithg, Computer
Informatics, Computer Technologies, Computer Systeand Methodology of
Mathematics and Informatics Education, as wellveg tinits: English Language
Teaching and Computer Facilities.

The history of the Faculty of Mathematics and Infatics dates back to the
autumn of 1961 when the Higher Teacher Trainingitute of Natural and
Mathematical Sciences was founded in Plovdiv teroffrograms in Mathematics,
Physics, Chemistry, and Biology and soon afterwatdwas renamed Higher
Teacher Training Institute. During the first tenayg the Mathematics program
witnessed sustainable development and in 1970 @wgnto a self-contained
university faculty. It was then that the first tfiaxulties were set up at the Institute:
Faculty of Mathematics and Faculty of Natural Sceerfproviding programs in
Physics, Chemistry, and Biology). Two years lafarisuant to a Decree by the
State Council of 12.01.1972, the Institute wasdodme Plovdiv University "Paisii
Hilendarski”, and in the beginning of 1990, the Uigc of Mathematics was
conferred its current name: Faculty of Mathemadiagd Informatics (FMI).
